The cameras were graded on how quickly they were able to capture the subject and the quality of
the photo. 

"For the second year in a row, the Reconyx RM45 was the clear winner. Out of a total 64 points, the
Reconyx was awarded a score of 53. The camera scored a perfect score at the 10' and 20' range
and its lowest score was a five out of eight at the 80' range. The fast trigger time coupled with the
enormous detection zone makes the Reconyx RM45 our winner,” said Rich Howell, president of
Trail Cam Pro (http://www.trailcampro.com).
